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Planning the programme
• Time: The programme is divided into six sessions. The suggested time for each session is 2 hours. 
• Manage the time: The programme includes a lot of group work, participation and learning from each other. This 

means that you need to keep the programme on track. Both facilitators and parents need to share their experiences. 
However the facilitators should only share when appropriate and if it will help parents. Remember to keep your 
sharing brief. Give parents a chance to share their experiences but be aware of the topic and focus of the session.

• Number of facilitators per group: We suggest you work in pairs and take turns to present different sections.
• Number of parents per group: The ideal number is 15 to 20 participants.
• Be super organised! When you have all your resources ready and available,  you can relax and be flexible. Each 

group is different. You might find that you are unable to cover certain materials or perhaps you had to repeat 
materials from the previous session.

• Be sensitive to the needs of the group: Notice when you are giving too much or too little information. Also notice 
who is doing most of the talking!

• Parents/caregivers need to apply what they have learnt: At each session, give tasks and suggestions for parents to try 
out at home and then start each session with feedback.

How the EWC programme works
Using the Every Word Counts materials, ECD facilitators and ECD practitioners facilitate two hour weekly 
workshops over six weeks for groups of parents of 3- and 4-year-old children.  

Why six sessions?  

Weekly sessions give parents time to practise what they have learnt and gain insight from applying it at home.  
Much of the success of the programme depends on parents managing to change their attitudes and routines to 
include more activities related to education. It takes at least six weeks to change our habits, and we need to work 
on the changes consistently to make them happen! Another reason for six consecutive weeks of learning is to 
maximise the positive sense of community that generally develops within the group. At the end of the course,  
the participants might continue either working at the school or meeting as a group. 

Here is an overview of the content covered in the six sessions:

Session 1 – My role in supporting children’s learning (which includes the welcome and introduction)
Session 2 – Talk and listen
Session 3 – Play
Session 4 – Tell stories and sing
Session 5 – Share books and notice print
Session 6 – Draw and write (which includes the celebration and certificates).

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Shape hopscotch game: Draw the shape hopscotch pattern in chalk outside on paving, or inside using masking tape. The pattern is made up of squares, circles and triangles. Throw a small stone, twig, beanbag, or other marker 
into the first shape. If it lands on a line, or outside the shape, you lose a turn. Pass the marker to the next player and wait your turn. Hop on one foot into the first empty shape, and then into the rest of the empty shapes. Remember 
to miss the shape the marker is in. When the shapes are side by side, land with one foot in each shape. When you get to the last shape, turn around, and head back towards the start. When you reach the shape with the marker in it, 
pick it up, and finish the pattern. If you finish without any mistakes, pass the marker to the next player. On your next turn, throw the marker into the next shape. If you fall, jump outside the lines, or miss a shape or the marker, you 
lose a turn and must repeat the same shape on your next turn. The player to reach the last shape first, wins.

Alternative activity: Draw the shape hopscotch pattern on a piece of paper. Use a bottle top as a marker and your fingers to “hop” and “jump” from one shape to the next.

Look at the big picture and ask your child to tell you what they see. Then ask these questions:

• Find the circle template and 
do the activity.

Every day, remember to:

• Ask your child to help set the table, 
making sure to match the number 
of plates, forks, etc. to the number 
of people who will be eating. 
Count how many of each thing 
there is.

• Sing counting songs and say counting rhymes.

• Praise and encourage your child often. Build your child’s 
confidence by making comments like: I like the way 
you’re thinking! OR Try again, you’re almost there.

Day 3   Looking and listening

• Look at the big picture again and see how many small 
things you can find. Take turns to find something and 
ask each other to find it in the picture.

• Play “I spy with my little eye” 
with colours, for example: 
I spy with my little eye, 
something that is red. Take 
turns to give the clues and  
to guess the answer.

Day 4   Games

• Play the snap and memory games together. 

• Look for the games and follow the instructions.

How to fold a little book

How to make playdough and 
how to fold a little book

How to make playdough
You will need:
• 1 cup flour
• ¼ cup salt
• ½ cup warm water
• 5 drops food colouring

Steps:
1 Mix together the flour and salt.
2 Mix together ½ cup warm water and a few drops of food 

colouring in a cup.
3 Slowly pour the coloured water into the flour mixture, stirring 

as you pour. Stir until combined, then knead with your hands 
until the flour is completely mixed in. If the dough is too 
sticky, add more flour until it doesn’t stick at all.

4 Repeat these steps for whatever colour you want to make.
5 Store in a container with a lid or in a plastic bag to prevent it 

from drying out.

Dice template: Paste the dice shape onto a piece of cardboard, like a cereal box. Cut 
around the outside of the dice shape. Do not cut off the grey sections. Fold along all the 
black lines, keeping the dots on the outside. Make up the dice in the shape of a cube. 
Fold the grey flaps and paste them to the sides so they hold the dice together. Roll the 
dice and play!

Every day, remember to:

• Count out loud with your child from 1–100. Then count backwards from 
100–1. Clap your hands or click your fingers as you count each number.

• Count forward to 100 in 10s, 5s and 2s.

• Talk to your child about their friends and ways to make new friends. Find 
out if there is a new child at school or a child who sits alone at break. Encourage your child to make 
them feel welcome. (Your child could ask them to come play or they could sit together at break.)

• Praise your child often. Make comments like: I know that was not easy but you did it! OR You worked 
carefully today!

Day 1   Story time: Little book story (Soccer in the park)

Fold the little book with your child and then look at the pictures together. Here are some questions to ask 
before you read the little book together:

• What game are the children playing? Do you like to play soccer?

• What do you shout when you score a goal?

• Why is the boy sitting on the ground?

• Who came to help him? What did she do to help him?

Day 2   Drawing and writing

• Talk about different ball games and ask your child which 
one they like to play. Do they like to play on their own    
or with friends?

• They can draw  
themselves playing          
a ball game. Let them 
write a sentence 
about their drawing.                     
Help them to hear the 
sounds in the words      
they want to write.

Day 3   Looking and listening

• Play the ‘Categories’ activity together. 
Start with sports. Begin by saying the 
name of a sport, and then your child 
must say the name of a different  
sport. Continue like this until you  
can’t think of any other sports.

• Make this activity harder 
by only naming 
individual sports 
(not team 
sports).

Day 4   Games

• Play the slides and 
ladders game  
(adding and 
subtracting) 
together.

• Look for the  
game and follow 
the instructions.

• Did Sam make new friends? Do you think he will play 
soccer with his friends again?

• What other games can you play with your friends?

Day 5   Shapes, letters and numbers

• Look at the number 
template (on page 17 of 
the Learner Activity Book) 
showing the number 
symbols 1–10 and 20.

• Help your child complete 
the activity on the 
template.

How can we strengthen our HSP recruitment process?How can we strengthen our HSP recruitment process?

• Link the HSP programme with your organisation’s initiative of creating 
Family Friendly Centres, so it is not seen in isolation.

• Get your management on board with and excited about the programme (Governing 
Body, principal, colleagues, other stakeholders).

• Plan ahead: use the end of year parent meetings as an opportunity to tell parents 
about the programme and invite them.

• Get a past parent graduate to speak at the parents’ meeting to encourage them.

• Have an orientation/information session before Session 1. It is a little extra work, but it is 
often very worthwhile.

• After the orientation session, and after parents sign up for the programme, facilitators 
can phone parents to remind them about Session 1 (each facilitator phones a few 
parents).

• Consider which day and time is best for parents and for you. Don’t just tell the parents - 
let it be a collaborative decision.

• Saturdays seem popular especially for working parents, but make sure they are going to 
come.

• Ask each parent at Session 1 to sign up a friend for next time.

• Weather is definitely a factor in parent attendance. It is preferable to start your sessions 
early in the year.

• Use incentives: give little prizes for the first to arrive, remembering homework, bringing 
a friend, joining the library, answering a specific question related to the previous 
session, finding a star under their chair etc.

• Consider whether transport can be arranged if your sessions are far away or at night.
